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CLIMATE REALITY LEADERSHIP CORPS TRAINING - FAQS

Q. HOWDOIAPPLY TO ATTEND THE
UPCOMING CLIMATE REALITY LEADERSHIP
CORPS TRAINING?

A. The application to attend the training and
become a member of the Climate Reality
Leadership Corps is now open here. The
application deadline is March 7. If we receive a
high number of applications, a selection process
may be conducted. Applicants will be notified
via email regarding their acceptance and next
steps.

Q. ARE SCHOLARSHIPS AVAILABLE FOR
THIS TRAINING?

A. Unfortunately, Climate Reality is not able to
offer scholarships to cover the cost of travel or
lodging for attendees of the training.

Q. CAN MINORS ATTEND THE TRAINING?
A. Anyone aged 16 or older is eligible to apply
to attend the training. Participants younger
than 18 must be accompanied by a chaperone
that is approved in writing by a parent or legal
guardian.

Q. MY PARTNER OR FAMILY MEMBER
WOULD LIKE TO TRAVEL WITH ME. CAN
THEY ATTEND THE TRAINING?

A. If your partner or family member would like

to attend the training with you, they must apply.

Only individuals who are accepted into the
program can attend the training. Please
understand that the majority of the time will be
occupied with the training and that your
attendance at the entire event is required in
order to become a certified Climate Reality
Leader.

Q. HOW MUCH DOES A TRAINING COST?

A. The Climate Reality Leadership Corps
training is offered free of charge and Climate
Reality will provide some meals during the
event. However, participants will need to
arrange for your own travel, any lodging
necessary, and meals that are not covered
during the event. We’ll send an email with the
training location and accommodation
recommendations to all accepted and
confirmed participants so they can arrange and
pay for their own expenses.

Q. WHAT LANGUAGE WILL THIS TRAINING
BE IN?

A. This training will be conducted in Japanese.

Q. CANIATTEND THE TRAINING IF I LIVE
IN A DIFFERENT COUNTRY?

A. The Climate Reality Leadership Corps
training is open to anyone ages 16 and up who is
interested in learning about the climate crisis.
However, attendees are responsible for their
own travel arrangements, including obtaining
their own visa for the training if one is required.

Q. CANIATTEND THIS TRAINING IF I AM
ALREADY A CLIMATE REALITY LEADER?

A. Yes, this training is designed to be both an
entry point for folks new to Climate Reality or
the climate space, and for those who have
already been trained as Leaders or are otherwise
experienced in the climate sector. Anyone who
is interested in taking action is welcome to

apply.
